Mrs McRae has 
kindly donated the Gallipoli Pine to the school, 
where it will be planted at Morning Tea time on 
Thursday. Any community members who would like 
to join us for morning tea prior to the planting are 
very welcome. We will have morning tea at 11am.  
The Gallipoli pine is a sapling from the lone pine at 
the National War Museum. The original pine was 
propogated from seeds found in a pine cone, sent 
by a soldier to his mother, to represent the 
resting place of a second son who was killed in 
action.  
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
